From the Rabbi’s Office 
Greetings friends, 

While it’s true as Jews we may see the secular observance of 
the New Year as slightly less impactful than our own Rosh 
Hashanah, the ideas and ideals of (1) the passage of time, and 
(2) renewal of a new year, are universal and timeless. What can 
we all take from this annual worldwide secular celebration of 
New Years to increase our gratefulness and happiness? Can we 
find and create a path toward self-improvement and even 
increased holiness during this season?  

First, we can look at the nature of time’s steady flow. One of 
the founding, principal concepts of Judaism is our appreciation 
of the balance and the cyclical nature of time. Each week we 
renew ourselves with a day of Shabbat, one of rest and 
reflection. In every season we know, expect and anticipate the 
same holidays and festivals we celebrated as children, and 
then with the generations that followed. Even our sacred 
Torah is read and studied in its entirety from front to back and 
turned over again at each conclusion annually. 

Our sages teach that although we live within the pattern of 
passing time, each moment is a chance to partner with God in 
both Tikun Olam - repairing the world - and in transforming the 
ordinary into the sacred. We can do this through prayer, 
introspection, thankfulness, and through our acts of 
lovingkindness.  

Second is the concept of newness that comes in marking a new 
year. We can look back and take inventory of the lessons, 
blessings, and  the trials from the year we leave behind. Unlike 
our Rosh Hashanah, secularly, we become our OWN judges 
and often our own harshest critics, as we consider an incoming 
new year. There will be no Yom Kippur in the coming days and 
so we must see ourselves in the most plain and truthful light 
we can.   

We Jews recognize, and appreciate the idea of renewal, or 
regeneration. We are told that we must never judge, nor 
should we BE judged by our past. The renewal of the new year 
allows us to live this idea. It is an important lesson that we 
must always search for the NEXT Mitzvah, the NEXT act we can 
take that will help ourselves and others. As we say each Rosh 
Hashanah, we are meant to live as if we are always equally  
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balanced, with our next act tipping the scale in favor of 
overriding good or evil.  

We recently finished reading about Jacob whose entire life was 
a lesson in a never-ending quest for righteousness. After the 
many horrific, terrifying and heartbreaking events of his life he 
is guided to persevere, and continue his pursuit of goodness, 
rather than succumb to despair. We learn from the chapters of 
Jacob that our search for goodness should also never cease.  

A new year is upon us. May the good outweigh the bad, the 
joys outweigh the sadness. May we give and receive love in 
abundance, and may our prayers for peace, and love decidedly 
overrun and eliminate the forces of baseless hatred and evil.

Temple. I recently had a conversation about the “Temple”. I 
say it that way because the discussion also involved a more 
general concept of what a “Temple” is and means. The 
Merriam Webster definition simply states it is a place of 
religious worship. In Judaism, “Temple” certainly refers to the 
First and Second structure in Jerusalem. The Temples served 
not only as a place of worship, it was also a place of pilgrimage, 
as well as a cultural and administrative hub. Both temples were 
destroyed on Tisha B’Av and it is part of the reason we mark 
this date, usually in August, with fasting and a reading of 
Lamentations. It can be a rather moving service, if you let it. 
But I’m not here to plug Tisha B’Av in January, with Tu B’Shvat 
just around the corner, on February 1-2 (Look out Groundhog. 
Here come the trees!). 

I asked the Rabbi about the modern temple and his first 
answer was it is a House of Prayer. Beyond that the modern 
synagogue reflects “The Temple” being a place that houses the 
Torah scrolls and where the Ner Tamid burns 24/7. The daily 
recitation of the Amidah is what parallels/takes the place of 
the daily sacrifices/offerings. In this way we have ties to and 
maintain continuity. Our Temple is also a local/regional place 
of cultural and administrative activities.  

Returning to the original discussion, my answer is that this is 
your Temple, we each are a strand in the fabric, like the tallit, 
with every strand needed to make the whole. Make “the 
Temple” meaningful to you. Jump in, don’t just be a passive 
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user. Build your “Temple” in ways that are meaningful to you. 
While Moses was the leader when the Mishkan was 
constructed, it was Betzalel and Aholiav who led the actual 
building of it. Everyone doing their part in making the 
community vibrant. I firmly believe G-d wants you to engage, 
because it is in the engagement where true wealth can be 
found.

For those who are able and open to do so, we encourage you to join us for Erev Shabbat services where we publicly 
name and recall those we have lost.  Each week, for those who wish, we allow a space to share some of what we cherish in the 
memories of our lost loved ones. 
 
We take this ancient practice from chapter 20 of our holy book of Proverbs which states: "Ner Adonai Nishmat Adam" – "God's light
